The patient was recently seen on 03/17/2025, diagnosed with left otitis media, rhinitis and fever. He is here for followup. He is accompanied by grandmother who states child is doing much better. She states child is eating and drinking and is not as fussy as he was when he was seen on 03/17/2025. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Denies pulling on his ears.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, moist mucous membranes, extremely playful, running around in room, and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
HEENT: Nose: Clear discharge, not as congested as he was when we saw him on 03/17/2025. Ears: Mildly injected. Effusion is still present.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis. SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Otitis media (improved).
2. Fever (resolved).

3. Rhinitis (improved).
PLAN: The patient is accompanied by grandmother who states that his father spilled his antibiotic and does not have anymore, she is requesting a refill of what we already gave him on 03/17/2025.
Antibiotic amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL was given, give one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d. for five days. She was given the opportunity to ask questions. She states she has none. She was advised to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
