6. Cardiac evaluation; has seen the cardiologist, has been placed on propranolol 20 mg p.r.n. just as we had started her on.

7. COVID, flu, and strep are negative.

8. Prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol; we will call to Shepherd Pharmacy.
