Subdural hematoma.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is a 45-year-old male, with chief complaint of subdural hematoma.  The patient tells me that he was involved in a fight in the prison, on February 6, 2025.  The patient tells me that he was hit by his cellmate and he fell and hit the ground.  The patient tells me that hit the left side of the head and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me he was out of consciousness for undetermined time.  He was sent to UC Davis Hospital.  The patient was evaluated with a CT scan.  The patient was found to have subdural hematoma.  Since then, the patient has left eye orbital pain.  The patient also has dizziness when he gets up quickly.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  Follow commands appropriately.
CRANIAL NERVE EXAMINATION:  The patient’s left eyelid swollen.  The patient had left eyelid ptosis.
DIAGNOSTIC TESTS:
1. CT scan done at UC Davis Hospital, dated 02/05/2025, shows that there is right parietal convexity small acute subdural hematoma.  It shows that there is no new hemorrhage or midline shift.
2. Also showed that there is large left periorbital soft tissue swelling and contusion.
IMPRESSION
1. Subdural hematoma, right parietal convexity, small.  This is due to a head trauma from a fight, on February 6, 2025.
2. On left periorbital soft tissue swelling contusion.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. Recommend the patient to repeat the head CT scan without contrast, to follow the subdural hematoma.
3. Recommend the patient to continue to follow with the ophthalmologist.
4. Recommend the patient follow with me in one month, with the results of the CT scan.
