The patient is found to be quite weak today, increased shortness of breath, increased issues with anxiety, not sleeping, on low dose Seroquel, uses oxygen 3 to 4 L a day and nebulizer at least five or six times a day. The patient is anxious, tachycardic, has right-sided heart failure, pedal edema, history of GI bleed, history of shortness of breath chronically, history of hemodialysis; she is dialyzed through a Quinton catheter in her right subclavian vein, history of anxiety, history of chronic pain; recently, her Tylenol No. 3 was changed to Lortab, would like something for anxiety. She is quite weak, she is debilitated and is short of breath despite being on 3 L of oxygen. Overall prognosis remains poor. KPS score is at 40%. MAC is _______. The patient is demonstrating increased shortness of breath, worsening symptoms of COPD with respiratory failure, GI bleed, renal insufficiency, history of systemic lupus erythematosus, psychiatric issues including depression and anxiety which the patient would like medication for, something different than Seroquel and Neurontin, history of neuropathy, and the patient is on Renvela 800 mg twice a day.
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
