Mr. Prince is a 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of alcoholic cirrhosis of the liver with ascites.

Today, at the time of visit, his pain appears to be out of control. He requires more pain medication. His pain medication was recently changed. His blood pressure though is 160/110. This was discussed with the RN and the medical director and the patient has been started on hydralazine 50 mg b.i.d. at this time.
The patient also has been scheduled for the nurse to come back in the next 24 hours to check his blood pressure. He was found to have O2 sat of 92%, pulse of 80 and blood pressure elevation as was noted above.

As far as his liver condition is concerned, he has more ascites. He has more pain. He has issues with anxiety related to his ascites. The patient appears slightly jaundiced today at the time of evaluation as well. He has a KPS score of 40%. His MAC today is _______. He appears much weaker. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased appetite and appears to have lost more weight. The patient requires Librax for his anxiety and taking his lactulose on a p.r.n. basis. I explained to him that he must take the lactulose on a regular basis. Overall prognosis remains poor, most likely has less than six months to live. He also has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence, he wears an adult diaper and requires help with almost all ADLs.

Other comorbidities include anemia of chronic disease, hepatorenal syndrome, hypertension, hypothyroidism, essential hypertension, and pain and constipation along with history of ulcerative colitis in the past.
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
