A 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of liver failure. The patient has ascites and weakness. She is bedbound. She has anxiety and diabetes. Her blood sugar is stable requiring less and less insulin, eating very little, very confused. KPS is now 40%. LMAC is 23 cm. She is eating about 30% of her meals today. She continues to lose weight. At the time of visit even though this was not during that late evening, this was at 5 p.m., the patient appeared very confused. Her blood pressure was 90/60 with a heart rate of 100. O2 saturation continues to be stable. Ms. Prell’s daughter Cathrine tells me that mother is now sleeping 16-18 hours a day. When they wake her up to eat, she eats very little. She has issues with confusion, but she does not appear to be in any pain.

The patient has a Foley catheter in place with no evidence of infection recently. The weight loss is unavoidable, has severe protein-calorie malnutrition. Other diagnoses include severe muscle wasting, increased abdominal girth related to the patient’s ascites, weakness, no longer able to get up and walk around, and overall debility. Given current status, worsening symptoms and the demise she has experienced just from a month ago, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
