CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of numbness and tingling of the both hands.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient has deformity of both the hands and wasting of the muscles and he has seen hand specialist and had a followup appointment.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or seizures.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. The patient is on albuterol inhaler 1000 mcg by ACT use two puffs three times a day.
The patient has vitamin D3 deficiency and he is on vitamin D 5,000 units.

Folic acid 1 mg tablet once a day and multivitamin once a day.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had injection in both the hands for carpal tunnel syndrome.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed. The patient is up-to-date on vaccinations.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He drinks four to five cans of beer every day.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

The patient also has a history of gout and COPD.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory with walking cane.
