CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of uncontrolled diabetes type I, hypoglycemia, cough, smoker and followup for pancreatic surgery.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated today with his son stating that his blood sugars are sometimes over 200 and just recently had hypoglycemia where he has to drink lot of juice. The patient was in the hospital with diabetic acidosis and has been in ICU for many days. After that he underwent rehabilitation and now he is living with his son. The patient has cough on and off and it is somewhat relieved with medications and the patient does not have any blood in the saliva. The patient smokes half pack of cigarettes every day and he used to smoke much more in the last few years.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.

ALLERGIES: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for insulin and he is on Lantus insulin 10 units under the skin every day.

The patient is also on Humalog KwikPen 100 units/mL and he takes it at each meal according to the sliding scale.
Past medical history is also significant recently he was admitted in the hospital with diabetic acidosis and after that he stayed home and was recuperating very well.
RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None, however the patient had pancreatic surgery many years ago.
The patient has a history of chronic pancreatitis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his son and he smokes 8 or 10 cigarettes a day. Alcohol use or substance abuse is none.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur. Blood pressure is rechecked and reading is 142/74.
ABDOMEN: Unremarkable and bowel sounds are active.

There is no ribcage abnormality. He has some muscle wasting over the chest.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son and all their questions answered to their satisfaction. They verbalized full understanding. I also emphasized to the patient that he needs to follow up with his primary care physician as soon as possible.
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
