CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lump in the left leg.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has felt lump in the left leg. Also she had abrasion of the leg and the wound completely healed. There is no calf swelling or edema.

The patient is also anxious since her husband is going out of country.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting. The patient is on hemodialysis three times a week.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
Left leg examination reveals 3 to 4 cm area of puffiness on the lateral aspect of the leg below knee. There is no redness. There is minimal tenderness. There is no calf swelling or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
