CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for followup of right knee pain. There is no improvement. She is requesting Toradol injection. She states she is willing to work light duty, but no position available for her at the school and trying to find one. Dr. Muscat is her orthopedist and she is to see the doctor in June. Repeat MRIs have not been obtained yet.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General appearance unchanged with 3+ tenderness right anterior medial knee and 1+ tenderness to the right lateral calf. Remainder of physical exam including gait, neurovascular evaluation negative other than present illness. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. 
IMPRESSION: Followup right knee injury.

PLAN: Given tramadol 60 mg IM. To continue regular medications. Follow up in one month. Follow up with Dr. Muscat, orthopedist, in June. Present work status – unable to work because of limited ability to ambulate and pain in right knee. Only job available for her is driving a bus which is not possible for her at this time.
