HISTORY: This is a 42-year-old gentleman here for followup.
Mr. Andrade has a history of hand abscess/cellulitis. He is status post incision and drainage. He is here for followup and wound care. He stated that he is feeling much better, he is able to make full fist and extend all digits. Denies chills or myalgia. Denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 129/86.

Pulse is 76.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.2.

HAND: Volar surface, the site has erythema at the wound edge. There is mild discharge of pus, swelling, mild edema and mild tenderness at the site. He has full range of motion of digits. He can make a full fist and extend his digits. Negative Finkelstein test.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abscess.

2. Cellulitis.

3. Followup for wound care.
PROCEDURE (WOUND CARE):
Site was cleaned with Betadine and over wiped with alcohol. Prior to wiping the patient’s hand, it was sprayed and anesthetized with Hurricaine spray.
There is still an opening in the center of the wound, mild pressure was applied and evacuated the minimal amount of pus.
With ______ plastic catheter syringe, 20 cc syringe of normal saline, wound was irrigated with approximately 30 cc of normal saline, it was irrigated until clear fluid returned, was then also irrigated with hydrogen peroxide, then again with normal saline.

The patient tolerated the procedure well.

Site was bathed in Betadine, covered with 2 x 2 and secured with Coban.
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The patient was educated on home self-care as there is marked improvement compared to when he was seen on day #1. He was advised to buy a small ball and keep using that for exercising of his hand. The patient will return in seven days for reevaluation. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He indicated that he completed his antibiotics and, because of the pus we saw today, I will go ahead and give this patient cephalexin 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
