Ms. Miriam Hobson has history of opioid use disorder and anxiety. She is here for followup for these conditions and medication refill. She states since her last visit she has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states she has no complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.
2. Anxiety.
3. Medication refill.
PLAN: PMP AWARxE reviewed today. PMP AWARxE does not reveal any evidence of medication diversion or drug-seeking behavior.
Drug screen positive for Suboxone. All other unauthorized substances were negative.
The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:
1. Citalopram 20 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.
2. Suboxone _______ mg SL film, she will take one film SL daily for 30 days #30.
