Jyothi Abraham has been seen in the office for a number of years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Dyslipidemia.

Current Medications: Tresiba 20 units at bedtime, Mounjaro 5 mg weekly, Jardiance 25 mg daily, metformin 500 mg twice daily, and Crestor 5 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/68, weight 134 pounds, and BMI is 24.5. The neck examination was unremarkable. There is no neck lymphadenopathy. The thyroid was not palpable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Creatinine 0.54, GFR 114, LDL 62, HDL 53, urine microalbumin less than 7, and TSH 2.68.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control and no evidence of microvascular complications.

She has been doing quite well on the Mounjaro and dietary intervention.

No changes were made to the current program and as I retire in the near future, she is advised to follow with the new physician and endocrinologist.
