Patricia Watkins follows in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Postoperative hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily, Theo-Dur 10 mg daily, and metoprolol 12.5 mg daily.

She recently been hospitalized for tachycardia at Beaumont Hospital and is being followed by cardiology.

General review at this is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/78, weight 147 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal at 70 bpm regular sinus rhythm. The thyroid gland is not palpable and there is no neck lymphadenopathy. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: Free T4 0.99 and TSH 1.72, both in the normal range.

I advised that she continue levothyroxine 0.05 mg daily and follow with her primary physician as I am retiring in the near future.
