CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 62-year-old female who stated that she was noted to have a slow heart beat and a third heart beat approximately three months earlier. She has had knee surgery and during recovery was noted to have PVCs on EKG. The patient herself denies any symptoms of chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Fibromyalgia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Left patella x 3.
2. Right foot in 2023.

3. Clavicular repair in 1997.

4. Carpal tunnel in 1999.

5. Bunion in 2005.

6. Hernia repair x 2.

MEDICATIONS: Oxycodone 5 mg and Celebrex daily.
ALLERGIES: Unknown.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age less than 50. Mother had CVA, aneurysm and hypertension. A sister had CVA, hypertension, and mini stroke.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient wears glasses; otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 72 beats per minute. Blood pressure is noted to be elevated.
OVERALL IMPRESSION: A 62-year-old female with hypertension, fibromyalgia, noted to have abnormal EKG with missing third heart beat. It is unclear what this represents. I suspect that she simply has PVCs.

PLAN: We will start Norvasc 5 mg p.o. daily for elevated blood pressure. We will perform Zip patch testing. In addition, we will obtain echocardiogram, CBC, Chem-20, lipid, TSH, and magnesium. Stress test to be scheduled.
