Chad Housee has been seen in the office since 1997.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Rheumatoid arthritis.

Current Medications: Lantus 12 units in the morning and 15 units at bedtime, NovoLog 5 units three times a day, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, sitagliptin 100 mg daily, and lisinopril 30 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable at this point for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 138/78, weight 204 pounds, and BMI is 28.5. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there was no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Hemoglobin A1c 6.6%, urine microalbumin over creatinine ratio 73, LDL cholesterol 62, GFR 77, and serum creatinine 1.15.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes, long-term insulin administration treated with insulin and oral agents with good control and complicated by nephropathy. He also has dyslipidemia and rheumatoid arthritis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue the current program with insulin and oral agents as above as mentioned in addition to his other medications.

As I retired at the end of March, 2025, I advised that he follow with his primary physician, if necessary, a new endocrinologist.
