HISTORY: This is a 49-year-old gentleman here with cough and shortness of breath. The patient states this has been going on for three days. He stated it started around Saturday and progressively gotten worse. He states he will have some right-sided chest pain with cough and sometimes when he exerts himself, he gets short of breath. He denies diaphoresis. He denies radiation of his pain. In evaluating this patient, Wells criteria was used to evaluate for PE; his score is low.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 126/89.
Pulse 88.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has mild crackles in the right lower lobe region. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No venous cord in the lower extremities. No edema in his lower extremities.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Right lower lobe pneumonia.
2. Shortness of breath.

3. Cough.

4. Costochondritis.

PLAN: A chest x-ray AP and lateral was done. There appears to be some opacity in his right lower lobe. Cardiac silhouette otherwise is normal. Bony structures are normal. No widening of the mediastinum. No pneumoperitoneum.

In the clinic today, the patient received the following medications:

1. Rocephin 1 g IM.

2. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.

He was observed in the clinic for an additional 20 minutes and reevaluated, he reports some improvement after the injection. He was sent home with the following medications:

1. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now and one p.o. daily until gone #6.

2. Albuterol MDI 90 mcg two puffs t.i.d. p.r.n. for wheezing, cough.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
