HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 60-year-old gentleman comes in today for followup of chronic cough.
His CT scan of the chest that was obtained on 03/10/2025 shows evidence of interstitial lung disease along with patchy ground glass appearance. I believe the infection is getting better. He is feeling better, but he needs to see a pulmonologist to obtain a biopsy to make sure that there is no evidence of infection and/or interstitial lung disease.
I have talked to him today. He is going to continue with his pantoprazole and that is the only medication he is taking. He has been exposed to some allergens and some chemicals at an younger age.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ED, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, obesity, and hypogonadism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: He is taking Airsupra and then he is taking the Protonix once a day. He has done with the antibiotic and steroids.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 239 pounds. He has gained 2 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 18. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 126/68.

HEENT: TMs are slight red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. 
LUNGS: Clear with few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Interstitial lung disease.

2. Interstitial lung disease plus acute infection.

3. The infection is improved.
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4. Pulmonology to see.

5. Continue with Airsupra and Protonix.

6. Continue with the cough medicine p.r.n.

7. Findings discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
