PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, hysterectomy and appendectomy.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: No recent immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period, she is postmenopausal. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She works for a casino.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. 

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 168 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 97.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 58. Blood pressure 147/94.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft. Abdominal examination is totally negative.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

Abdominal ultrasound reveals status post hysterectomy and slightly fatty liver. Normal kidneys. Normal gallbladder. She is in no distress at this time.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Nausea and vomiting.

2. Diarrhea.

3. Most likely gastroenteritis.

4. We will treat the patient with lots of liquid.

5. Flagyl 250 mg t.i.d.
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6. She does not drink alcohol.

7. Bromfed DM for cough.

8. Motrin 800 mg needed for aches and pains, but not for today.

9. Zofran 8 mg IM now.

10. Zofran 8 mg p.r.n. at home.

11. Come back if symptoms get worse.

12. Referred for colonoscopy.

13. Referred for mammogram both needed from last year.
