SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Denis was somewhat sad and feeling bad because of his brother-in-law who is suffering from severe COPD undergone lobectomy of his lung. He has been further hospitalized due to throwing out fresh blood from his mouth. He described that he is taking lightly but it has been going on for sometime. His brother-in-law living with him and his sister. however, he described that he is doing better as better he can do. He is also seeing his therapist on a regular basis and has been working on his difficulty. He denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. The medication has been working. The patient was encouraged for the compliance and appreciate his positive thinking due to adherence and also working for others living at home without having any decomposition. He has history of hypertension for which he is taking his medication. Currently, he is on Depakote 500 mg twice a day, bupropion 300 mg daily, trazodone 50 mg daily, and duloxetine 30 mg daily. A 30-day supply of the medication was ordered.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, depressed undergoing number of stress, and history of hypertension.
PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan.
