Dear Annu:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Nelson with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in September.  New diagnosis of lymphoma retroperitoneal mesentery area, open biopsy to have medical port left upper chest soon so he can start immunotherapy, also has chronic liver disease, paracentesis change every two weeks to minimize volume changes and affecting kidneys.  Constipation, no bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Wears compressing stocking.  Edema well controlled.  Chronic dyspnea.  Uses CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Off lisinopril.  Remains on low dose diuretics.  He restarted metformin.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 110/60, here was 135/86.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  There is obesity of the abdomen and ascites.  Compressing stocking.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in March, mild anemia 13.1, creatinine is stable at 1.59 representing GFR 44 stage IIIB.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test not elevated.  Alpha fetoprotein not elevated.  LDH normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB clinically stable, no progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  Has chronic liver disease but no encephalopathy or pericarditis.  They believe his ascites probably represents more.  New diagnosis of diffuse large B-cell lymphoma for what he is going to start immunotherapy.  He follows with Dr. Sahay.  He is aware of potential complications of immunotherapy including autoimmunity.  No need for EPO treatment.  There is minor low sodium represents free water.  Other chemistries are stable.  Blood pressure is stable.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Present potassium is normal.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
