Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Douglas with chronic kidney disease, prior history of urinary kidney stones and prior antiinflammatory agent exposure.  Last visit in September.  Underwent right-sided total knee replacement Dr. Lilly.  No complications.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Was done in December has completed physical therapy.  Minor degree of edema.  Also recently has COVID a month ago.  Did not require hospital admission.  Symptoms resolved.  Has gained weight from 267 to 282.
Review of Systems:  Done extensively being negative.
Medications:  Allopurinol and Protonix.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 152/77.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness or masses.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries are from March, creatinine 1.89, which is baseline or improved with present GFR of 38 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney diseases stage III stable, no progression.  No symptom.  No dialysis.  Norma potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Minor low sodium concentration represents fluid, which is minor, not severe.  No recurrence of uric acid kidney stones.  Continue allopurinol.  Uric acid should be part of the chemistries.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
