Dear Mr. Bauzin:
This is a followup for Mr. Spence with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  No hospital emergency room.  Doing physical therapy for unsteadiness.  Hard of hearing.  Bilateral hearing aids.  He is pushing liquid intake, but denies nocturia, incontinence or urinary symptoms.  Comes accompanied with wife.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix, losartan, Norvasc and Cardura.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 251 and blood pressure by nurse 136/71.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Compressing stockings and stable edema.  No cellulitis.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.7, which is baseline and GFR of 36 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutritional, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Likely underlying diabetes and hypertension.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Normal potassium.  Continue present blood pressure regimen.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Salt and fluid restriction.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
