Dear Dr. Ludwig:
This is a followup for Melanie with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  No recurrence of kidney stone.  Did have COVID, was evaluated emergency room x2, antiviral given as well as antibiotics, symptoms improved.  No hospital admission.  No oxygen.  Uses inhalers.  No smoking, discontinued eight years ago.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.
Medications:  Medications review.  I want to highlight the losartan, metoprolol and clonidine.  Tolerating Ozempic, on cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 168 and blood pressure 116/73.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March; creatinine 1.44 which is baseline or improved representing GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Upper bicarbonate.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 12.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Prior kidney stone without recurrence.  Blood pressure in the office in the low side but not symptomatic.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries as indicated above stable.  For anemia we are going to update iron studies.  We are going to update PTH for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
