This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with unspecified severe protein calorie malnutrition. She has FAST score of ____. KPS score is 40%. MAC is ____. The patient is more confused. She is now completely and totally bedbound. She is not getting out of bed and has not for the past three or four weeks. Total ADL dependency, protein calorie malnutrition, history of seizure disorder, and the bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s O2 sat was 96% with the pulse of 88, blood pressure 159/99. Today, the patient appears to have lost more weight, complains of heel pain and leg pain with “severe muscle wasting”. The patient lives with her brother James who states that because of the patient’s worsening condition they are looking into possible nursing home placement. The patient’s weight loss has been deemed unavoidable. Seizures appeared to be control. Overall, prognosis is poor expected to live less than six months.
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
