CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 5-year-old male patient who is here today brought in by mother complaining of cough. Mother also states that he woke up this morning earlier at 3 o’clock in the morning with 102 fever, she gave Tylenol, it responded well. His temperature today is afebrile at the office at 97.9.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Apparently, he went to the emergency room a month ago and he was given amoxicillin. He did have strep at that point. She tells me she completed the 10-day regimen of antibiotic therapy, also was given cetirizine and ibuprofen.

Symptoms seemed to return today.
He is here for evaluation. There is no complaint of abdominal pain. He is taking fluids and food well. No diarrhea. No nausea or vomiting.

He does play well at times and at other moments he seems to want to lie low and just lie on the couch and not be very active depending, of course, on how he is feeling.
Associated symptoms are as stated above. There is no ear pain. No sinus pain or drainage. The cough is not considered very prevalent, it happens several times in an hour just to the point where mother is concerned.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He does have autism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgeries.
MEDICATIONS: He is not currently on any medications.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented. He interacts well with me through the exam today.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 100%, blood pressure 85/51, pulse 105, respirations 18, and temperature 97.9. Current weight today is 41.4 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Right side normal. Left side, there is some erythema to the left tympanic membrane. There is no occlusion. No excess cerumen. Oropharyngeal area: There is to some degree a strawberry tongue. Mildly erythematous on the tonsils.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.
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LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
Remainder of the exam is negative.
LABS: We did a flu test, COVID test and strep test. The COVID and flu were negative. The strep test was positive for strep A.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute streptococcal sore throat.
2. The patient will be given Augmentin per weight protocol at 90 mg/kg.
3. He will take that twice a day, so it is Augmentin 250 mg/5 mL three teaspoons, which will be 750 mg, will take that twice a day.
4. For cough, Bromfed DM 5 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n. I have also given mother as an option that she could easily use an over-the-counter product for cough if she prefers as well.
5. We are going to monitor symptoms; monitor for fever and monitor for improvement. If there is any issue, they are going to return to clinic or call. In any event, I have asked them to return to clinic in three days as followup.
