CHIEF COMPLAINTS:

1. “I still have a cough.”
2. “I see evidence of glitter in my eyes.”
3. Rash is improved, almost completely gone on her knee.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 46-year-old woman who recently saw Dr. Halberdier for cough, congestion and bronchitis, had a negative chest x-ray, was given Rocephin, Decadron, and was sent home with Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Robitussin with Codeine, but she could not get the Robitussin with Codeine because that is no longer made.
The patient still has the cough. We talked about antibiotic use, but I told her that Z-PAK stays in her system for 14 days. She likes to have another shot of Rocephin and stay away from more steroids.

The rash that she had on her leg, which was thought to be tinea, is improving, her liver function test was within normal limits and she is finishing off a course of Lamisil at this time.
She has also had some changes in her vision. She thinks she does not have a 20/20 vision anymore and has seen some glittery spots in the eye, but not in her vision/sight and I told her she needs to make an appointment with an eye doctor and she will do that next week.
Blood work stable.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraine headache, insomnia, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast surgery.
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications at this time include Lamisil. She finished the course of Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak, would like to have some cough medicine that works.
ALLERGIES: DOXYCYCLINE.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She drinks very little. She knows not to drink with Lamisil, not to drink with her Phenergan DM. Last period on 01/20/2025.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 131 pounds, O2 sats 99%, temperature 98.4, respirations 20, pulse 96, and blood pressure 124/80.
HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.
2. Chest x-ray negative.
3. Try Phenergan DM for cough.

4. Add Ventolin inhaler.

5. As far as the glittery things that she sees in her eyes, which I do not see at this time, I am going to have her see a specialist, ophthalmologist ASAP.
6. Finish the Lamisil course.
7. No alcohol.

8. Rocephin 1 g now, the patient requests.

9. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.

10. The prescription for Ventolin and Phenergan DM were called to Cleveland Pharmacy.
