The patient is seen today after having CAT scan of her pelvis yesterday without abnormalities, continues with lower abdominal pain and pubic pain, also with left face and temporal headache.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm. Abdomen: 2+ tenderness to the suprapubic and pubic areas with voluntary guarding without rebound or rigidity. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient was given Toradol 60 mg IM and prescription of Toradol 10 mg to take one four to six hours not more than four a day for five days as directed.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: MVA with contusion abdomen, back strain, mild concussion, suggestive questionable contusion to left face.
PLAN: The patient was advised to return today for further evaluation and to go to the emergency room if got worse. Because of abdominal distress, the patient was advised as above, to be seen tomorrow for a checkup without the office visit to verify our urgent care not warranted and to go to the emergency room as needed with followup in one week.
