The patient is here for followup, still with coughing, seen a few days ago with diagnosis of allergic rhinitis, given dexamethasone and Medrol Dosepak. She states that it is worse now without temperature or sweats.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unchanged.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Recent upper respiratory infection with bronchitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Z-PAK and repeat Depo-Medrol. Given also dexamethasone and Rocephin IM. To follow up as needed and see PCP for further care.
