The patient presents with history of acne on Accutane for two months, requested by treating doctor to come to get lab work. He states he is getting better taking Accutane.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Acne.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He also wants STD checked having unprotected sex with multiple sex partners; uses condom most of the time.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Cystic type papular eruptions present on face numbering seven to eight.
IMPRESSION: History of unprotected sex.
PLAN: Acne treatment with Accutane. The patient receives a lipid panel, hepatic panel and STD screening as requested. To follow up with results if necessary. Labs q. month per her doctor.
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
