MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient endorses orthopnea.

She endorses exertional dyspnea.

The patient is oxygen dependent.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 163/72.

Pulse is 66.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.3.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. She has diffuse crackles.
CARDIAC: No murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Distended with fluid wave.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: 2+ pitting edema.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Congestive heart failure.

2. Pneumonia.

3. COPD exacerbation.

4. The patient is O2 dependent.

PLAN: The patient was given an injection of Rocephin 1 g IM in the clinic. She has COPD and has a history of recurrent pneumonia. She was also given a shot of dexamethasone 10 mg IM in the clinic and advised to go to the emergency room for further care as we do not have a capability of taking complete care of her complicated medical history and current findings. She said she understand and will go to the ER.
