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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Tovii comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a low vision. She has a history of working as a clerk for the Police Department and states she had to stop in September 2024 because she fell and experienced trauma. As well, she states that she has low vision for several years. She has a history of stroke and glaucoma. She uses latanoprost, Cosopt, and brimonidine drops in both eyes. She states that she cannot read small nor moderate size print and she has trouble avoiding hazards in her environment. She has a history of scoliosis and congenital heart disease and epilepsy.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on the right and hand motions only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –4.00 –0.50 x 075 on the right and –3.75 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/400 on the right and hand motions only on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. Applanation pressures are 16 on the right and 19 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. The fundus examination on the right side shows diffuse intraretinal hemorrhages and cotton-wool spots with tortuous vessels and macular edema. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.8 on the right and 0.99 on the left. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing on the right side with a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with poor reliability shows less than 10 degrees of horizontal field. On the left side, the visual field using a Goldman perimeter shows the absence of a visual field. Both of these visual fields are consistent with the clinical examination.
Assessment:
1. Central retinal vein occlusion, right eye.
2. Chronic glaucoma, bilateral.
Ms. Tovii shows clinical findings that are consistent with advanced stage glaucoma and ischemia. Based upon these findings, one can understand how she has difficulties performing the visual tasks in the work environment. She cannot read small nor moderate size print, she cannot use a computer, and she cannot distinguish between small objects. As well, one would expect her to have difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is poor.
