Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Foster comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he worked in waste management until approximately five years ago when he had to stop working because of a loss of vision. He was diagnosed with glaucoma approximately nine years ago. He uses Cosopt and latanoprost drops in both eyes. He denies having had surgery to the eyes. He has a medical history of hypertension and COPD.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/80 on the right and count fingers only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –1.00 x 120 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/200 on the right and count fingers only on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is no afferent defect. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 27 on the right and 23 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. There is only mild nuclear sclerosis to each lens. The fundus examination shows a near-total cup to the optic nerve head on both sides. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with acceptable reliability shows less than 10 degrees of horizontal field on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma, advanced stage, bilateral.
2. Cataracts.
Mr. Foster has clinical findings that are consistent with advanced stage glaucoma. Based on these findings, one can understand how he will have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, nor avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is poor.
