Luanne Carp continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Probable Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

3. Sleep apnea syndrome.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.2 mg daily and ezetimibe 10 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 130/78, weight 266 pounds, and BMI is 42. Neck examination was unremarkable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent TSH 2.68 in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism likely secondary to Hashimoto's thyroiditis, morbid obesity, and sleep apnea syndrome.

I have asked that she continue levothyroxine 0.2 mg daily in addition to her other medications.

Followup with her primary physician as I retire in the near future.
