Drago Sliskovic continues to follow in the office.

Since his last visit, he has been seen by cardiology at University of Michigan and is currently undergoing further studies for evaluation of left ventricular function and possible occlusive coronary artery graft.

Current Medications: Basaglar 65 units at bedtime, NovoLog 13 to 38 units three times a day, Jardiance 25 mg daily, Mounjaro 2.5 mg weekly, levothyroxine 0.05 mg, nine pills per week, bisoprolol 5 mg daily, and metformin 1000 mg twice daily.

The examination on this visit was unchanged.

On examination, blood pressure 138/76, weight 275 pounds, and BMI is 39. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.2%.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with fair control and other diagnoses as alluded to above.

I have indicated that further investigations with contrast medium may have deleterious effect on renal function as his creatinine is 1.5 with GFR of 50.

Otherwise, as I retrie in the near future, he will followup with new endocrinologist.
