Scott Hughes has been seen for followup in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Dyslipidemia.

3. Hypogonadism.

4. History of seizure disorder.

Current Medications: Androgel two pumps daily, Synthroid 0.05 mg daily, Tegretol 10 mg daily, and Lipitor 10 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is negative for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/72, weight 230 pounds, and BMI is 32. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was unremarkable. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Liver function test normal, TSH 4.52, and borderline blood count normal with hematocrit of 43.4. Testosterone level 214, normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism, idiopathic hypogonadism, dyslipidemia, previous seizure disorder, all stable on the current program.

I have made no changes to his current plan and I have asked that he follow with his primary physician, as I retire in the near future.
