CC: Request urology referral.
HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman who has been having issues with urinary incontinence. The patient also has a new relationship and I think the incontinence issue is of concern from a social perspective. Overall, he feels good, he sleeps through the night, is active and just seems happy. We talked about looking at who the providers are that his insurance will cover and he did not seem happy about having to do that, but then a couple of hours later found me and stated “you will never believe who I found” and he shows me on his provider list is Dr. Daniel Culkin and he tells me that Dr. Culkin had been his urologist 15 years ago when he lived in Edmond and he is now happy to go back to see him once again. Dr. Culkin is at OU and the chairman of the Department of Urology. So, I told him we will write a referral.
DIAGNOSES: HTN, CAD, HLD, GERD, BPH and new right side testicular pain radiating into the inguinal area.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/20/2025 note.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and eager to get a urology referral.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/92, pulse 90, temperature 98.0, respiratory rate 18, and weight 179.4 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate with clear lung fields. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and occasional extra beat. No murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

GU: He has right testicular pain that started about two weeks ago. There was just kind of some soreness and from that soreness it became more uncomfortable. He states he feels like there may be an increase in the size of the testicle, not major, but some and the discomfort radiates upward into the inguinal area, it has become uncomfortable for him.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently, steady and upright, no fall history that I am aware of and occasional trace lower extremity edema.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x 3. Clear coherent speech, voices need and understands given information.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right enlarged testicle of about two weeks in duration with discomfort radiating upward into the pelvic area/inguinal area. He has had no fevers or chills and no difficulty with urination. Referral to Dr. Daniel Culkin at OU.
