CC: Pill dysphagia.

HPI: An 80-year-old gentleman with severe Alzheimer’s disease has been in residence since 07/16/2022 and has recently started having difficulty swallowing gel capsules. He takes Depakote 125 mg q.i.d. and it is the gel capsule that is hard for him to swallow and it contains sprinkle form of the medication. Staff reports that he is awake, but he is quiet and calm. He is cooperative with taking his medications, receiving personal care and can sit in the day room or in the dining room with other residents without agitation or yelling out. The patient was having a problem with hallucinations both auditory and visual. He has been on olanzapine 2.5 mg q.a.m. for that. I observed him sitting quietly in the dinning room. He was just looking straight ahead and was prompted to begin feeding himself and he is able to do that. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pill dysphagia. Current Depakote gel capsules of 125 mg each. We will open two capsules into the small amount of pudding or applesauce and dose the patient b.i.d. So, it will be 250 mg of Depakote Sprinkles b.i.d. 

2. History of psychosis to include hallucinations, visual and auditory. The patient has been on olanzapine 2.5 mg q.d. since 09/15/2023. We will do a trial of off this medication. I have written order to hold the olanzapine 2.5 mg q.d. for the next week and I will see him the following Friday and we will assess for continuation of the olanzapine which would manifest itself in the return of hallucinations or delusions.
3. Medication review. The patient is only on Tylenol, the Depakote Sprinkle, and olanzapine which is to be held.
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
