Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Jeffrey with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Left-sided AV fistula completed two steps first connection Dr. Constantino and transposition Dr. Frisbie two weeks ago.  There is some numbness on the hand back of the forearm #3, 4 and 5 fingers.  Some weakness of the hand.  Also has a chronic pain on the neck that radiates to the right-sided.  Feeling of numbness on the index and thumb.  There has been weight loss.  Appetite is down.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Does have diarrhea but no bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema.  Off the Norvasc improve.  No ulcers.  Chronic chest pain not related to activity.  Initially there was some drainage on the fistula, but that has resolved and completed antibiotics, on insulin pump.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice the hydralazine, clonidine, diltiazem, bisoprolol, nitrates, for chronic diarrhea on Creon, and Neurontin replaced to Lyrica.
Physical Examination:  Weight 227 and blood pressure 160/74 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Morbid obesity.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in March, creatinine 3.5 previously upper 2s, question progression versus acute abnormalities.  Normal sodium and potassium.  There is low bicarbonate.  High chloride likely from the diarrhea.  Presently normal calcium.  Prior anemia 10.5.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  Normal albumin.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  We start dialysis based on symptoms or people with GFR less than 15.  He is less than 15, but there are no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Monitor weight, which is progressively down.  AV fistula has done and developing.  Supposed to have an ultrasound and follow up with vascular on the next couple of weeks.  He has diabetic nephropathy.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  We will monitor anemia for EPO treatment.  Edema improved.  Off the Norvasc.  Off the Neurontin although on Lyrica.  All chemistries to be monitored in a monthly basis.  Plan to see him back in two months.  All issues discussed with the patient and family member.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
