Dear Dr. Laynes:

This is a followup for Joe with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in September.  She has completed three surgeries for Charcot arthropathy of the foot.  No complications.  No deep vein thrombosis.  No infection.  All done at University of Michigan.  Follows with Hematology University for hemochromatosis.  They are keeping the ferritin under 50, otherwise phlebotomy.  Follows with cardiology Dr. Krepostman for aortic stenosis.  No symptoms and no progression.  No procedures.
Review of System:  Has been done, otherwise being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the HCTZ, atenolol, remains on methotrexate, Humira for rheumatoid arthritis, Plaquenil and prednisone.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 199 and blood pressure 140/80 on the left-sided.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from March, creatinine 1.4 representing a GFR of 40.  Normal electrolyte and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 13.2.  Large red blood cells 102.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the office fair.  Continue present regimen.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal nutrition, potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Follow up of aortic systolic murmur by cardiology.  On high risk medication biological treatment for rheumatoid arthritis.  Hemochromatosis with ferritin under 50.  Plan to see her back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
