Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Harris with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital visit.  Stable weight and eating.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.  Atypical chest pain not on activity.  Complaining of progressive memory loss.
Review of Systems:  I did review of system appears to be negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice the diuretics potassium replacement, beta-blockers and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 203 and blood pressure by nurse 129/70.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No major edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from March, creatinine 1.8 stable over the last couple of years representing a GFR 29 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Very solely progressive overtime, stable the last few years.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Normal nutrition.  Other chemistries stable or normal.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  She has small kidneys without obstruction.  No evidence for renal artery stenosis on Doppler.  Underlying diastolic type congestive heart failure presently stable.  Moderate pulmonary hypertension stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
