Dear Dr. Kissoondial:

This is a followup for Mr. Jackson with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visit.  Recently treated for infection on the groin genital area topical treatment and sounds like antifungal.  Minor edema, which is chronic right-sided from prior accident.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  Ozempic dose has been increased presently 1 mg, on diuretics, beta-blockers and potassium replacement losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 260 and blood pressure by nurse 145/62.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  Edema on the right-sided more than on the left.  No cellulitis.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in March, creatinine actually improved 145 previously 192 and present GFR 52 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, underlying diabetes and hypertension stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No need for EPO treatment.  Present diet potassium is normal.  Acid base and bicarbonate elevated from diuretics.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries stable.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
