Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Roger with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in October.  No hospital visit.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Apparently started on cholesterol treatment Repatha.  He is hard of hearing.  He has coronary artery as well as peripheral vascular disease.  He has some nocturia.
Review of Systems:  Done extensively, otherwise being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc and lisinopril.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 124/62.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia although distant heart tones.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  He is hard of hearing but nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from February, creatinine was 2, which appears to be within baseline range representing GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium and albumin.  Liver function test not elevated.  Previously, no anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Does have high cholesterol on treatment.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors and other blood pressure medications.  Chemistries are stable.  Phosphorus needs to be part of chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
