Dear Mrs. Beatty:
This is a followup for Mrs. Wawersik with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in September.  No hospital visits.  Recent upper respiratory infection.  Completed antibiotic steroids.  Some ear pain left-sided resolved.  No drainage.  There is edema.  No ulcers.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No CPAP machine.  No syncope.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the ACE inhibitors and HCTZ.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 231 stable and blood pressure by nurse high at home 138/80 on the right-sided.  Morbid obesity.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Chemistries, anemia 11.6.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Creatinine 1.2 it has been as high as 1.4 and present GFR 46.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable or improving, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure in the office appears well controlled.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back on the next six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
