Chresoula  Netschke has been seen in the office.

PREVIUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg daily.

On this visit, apart from back pain, she appeared to be doing quite well.

General review is otherwise unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 124/72, weight 174 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Labs: Free T4 1.23 and TSH 1.37 both normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto's thyroiditis, well compensated on current dose of thyroid hormone replacement.

I recommend no change to her current program. Followup visit with her primary care physician, as I retire in the near future.
