The patient is seen today after being seen two days before with a CAT scan of the abdomen ordered and lab work.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mild hepatic cirrhosis per CAT scan, also with right renal atrophy on CAT scan of the abdomen, history of polycythemia and platelet count 70,000 two years ago, now 60,000 without workup, and history of vitamin D deficiency.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory, still working.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Thrombocytopenia, renal failure, and gout with uric acid 8.3 without recent flare-ups.

PLAN: The patient was referred to hematologist for workup of thrombocytopenia and was also again referred to nephrologist done a few days ago for evaluation of kidney disease with renal cyst and renal failure right kidney. Follow up here for routine care and as needed.
