A 72-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is quite dyspneic. He has lost another seven pounds. He has lost over 17 pounds in the past month and half. His left MAC is 25 cm now. The patient was in the emergency room because of shortness of breath and chest pain. He had a cardiac workup which was negative. He was given Protonix and Robaxin and sent home on hospice.

He also suffers from depression, schizophrenia, ADHD, chronic pain, and gastroesophageal reflux. His O2 sat today is stable at 94%, but he is very short of breath and wheezing.
He has mild pedal edema. He is tachycardic. His heart rate is 124. Blood pressure 110/95. His KPS score is at 40%. He has decreased appetite. He is afraid of dying. He also has issues with anxiety. Social worker would be helpful as well as chaplain to see him regarding his spiritual needs because of where he is in his COPD and his endstage condition. Most likely, with the progression of his disease, he will be gone in six months. He also has chronic pain, history of neuropathy, and radiculopathy as well. The patient has lots of guilt issues regarding his family which needs to be addressed by social work and chaplain as well. Overall prognosis is quite poor. His MAC started at 30 cm. The weight loss is unavoidable. He also has pulmonary hypertension and pedal edema related to his endstage COPD. He also would like to use an albuterol inhaler as well as in his nebulizer that he uses on regular basis. I have discussed this with our DON already.
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
