Dear Dr. Marsh:

This is followup for Mrs. Forquer with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and anemia.  Last visit in November.  This time of the year some allergy nasal congestion.  No hospital visit.  Minimal cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.  She has already an AV fistula on the left upper extremity without stealing syndrome.  Blood pressure at home normal to high.  Review of systems done.
Medications:  Medication review.  I will highlight the Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable at 187 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 109/74.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or focal deficits.  AV fistula appears acceptable.

Labs:  Chemistries in March. Creatinine 2.2, which is stable or improved representing a GFR 24 stage IV.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Metabolic acidosis of 19.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus mildly elevated and anemia 12.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV appears stable.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  No dialysis, already has an AV fistula.  There is new metabolic acidosis and elevated phosphorus.  If they are persistent, we will treat it accordingly.  There is anemia that has not required EPO treatment.  Otherwise other chemistries are stable.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back in the next six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
