This is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient’s daughter Monique had called the hospice because she had symptoms of urinary tract infection. Two weeks ago, the patient was put on Macrobid for a few days, her symptoms subsided. Mother is very difficult to understand. She is nonverbal, but she grimaces when she is going to the bathroom noted by the staff and her daughter. Her daughter is very in tune with her, she is a physical therapist. Subsequently, the symptoms resolved and today she called because she is now concerned that mother is having another bout of urinary tract infection with increased confusion, low temperature, and symptoms of dysuria.

The patient’s daughter wants to proceed with a urine culture and sensitivity to see if the Macrobid did a good job control or taking care of her symptoms.

For this reason, the patient will send a requisition for a UA and urine C&S. The patient has been off antibiotic for about 7 to 10 days now, so this should be a good culture.

Meanwhile, the patient was placed on Cipro 500 mg twice a day as well as Pyridium 200 mg as needed for dysuria.

The patient has severe end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia with an FAST score of 7F, MAC of 22.5, decreased appetite, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, and parkinsonism. Overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient’s requisition was sent to her daughter at otmoman@yahoo.com.
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
