This is a progress report on Janet Hutson.

Janet Hutson is a very pleasant 72-year-old female who was diagnosed to have diffused large cell lymphoma in September 2024. The patient was treated with chemotherapy after first cycle. She did very well and subsequent workup by including CT scan on 01/02/25 showed no evidence of disease except scattered micronodules in the lungs. The patient came for followup recently. She feels fine. Does not have any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of bariatric surgery and history of recently diagnosed diffuse large cell lymphoma now in remission.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for sister diagnosed lymphoma.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is a 72-year-old female well built.

Vital Signs: Weighing 158 pounds, height 5 feet 3 inch.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck, axilla, or groin

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Recently diagnosed diffuse large cell lymphoma status post chemotherapy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go and do a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis to make sure she is still in remission.
